DISCUSSION ITEMS

1. Property Casualty Insurance Proposals, 2009-2010

Scott Ecker from Atlas Risk Decisions spoke to the board in relation to the 2009-
2010 insurance proposals. Bids were sought from various agencies, insurance
carriers and intergovernmental self-insurance pools. The current policy renews
January 1, 2009. Current premiums are $342,000. Offers are available for under
$200,000 for broader or comparable coverage. Areas of discussion included:
e Coverage areas included in this policy are for property, auto and
liability. No workers compensation.
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e The comparison of “Occurrence” versus “Claims Made” coverage —
Mr. Eckert recommends occurrence based coverage (retro active
coverage for 10 years).

e Agents who did submit quotes are fine tuning them at this time.

e The claims made coverage recommendation is for a policy with
Travelers.

e The occurrence made coverage recommendation is for a policy with
Trident or US Specialty.

e The Risk Manager referred to in the paperwork is Mr. Ecker.

e Both occurrence made companies, recommended by Mr. Ecker, do
provide the special coverage required when transitioning from claims
made to occurrence coverage.

e The Michigan Township Participating Plan was formed in
approximately 1984 to self insure risks as a group of townships.
There was a rough start but is now a well-run operation.

e The Eaton County Sheriff Deputies are covered under a policy by
Eaton County, not under the policy Delta Township would be
obtaining.

e The deductible is currently $5,000. Mr. Ecker is recommending
$25,000 for the 2009-2010 plan.

e Insurance is designed to provide $0.70 for every dollar invested.

e All the companies under consideration have A or A+ ratings.

e Mr. Ecker recommends dropping collision coverage on the older fleet
vehicles for additional savings.

The consensus was for the matter to return to the board at the next meeting
(Monday, December 15, 2008) for further action.

John Hanieski, Delta Township Economic Development Corporation Chair, 8583
West Eaton Highway, introduced himself to the board and expressed his desire to
work together to enhance Delta’s economic development.

2. West Saginaw Study

Mark Graham presented a study recently completed regarding the one mile stretch
of West Saginaw between Waverly and EImwood comprised of 60 properties.

The Delta Township Comprehensive Plan depicts the land within the study area be
used as commercial (with the exception of the O’Rafferty Building which is office);
recommends infill and redevelopment to the area; and suggests aesthetic
improvements.

The study encompassed the structural make-up of the area, the zoning, the
infrastructure, the history including past problems such as blight, building

deterioration, signage, traffic problems, the mix of residential and commercial, and
the related evolution of retailing (out-county competition, big box stores and E-
commerce).

The study provided the following considered remedies:

Limit impervious surfaces

Business/property owner survey

Burying the electrical lines down Saginaw Highway
Conditional rezoning

Corridor Improvement Authority Act

Form based zoning

Downtown Development Study

Mixed use zoning

Improve line-haul transit service

Increase depth of commercial zoning

Sidewalk feeds to sidewalks along Saginaw Highway

Wayne State University recently completed a study of the 25 worst intersections for
crash sites within the tri-county area. Delta Township has six sites on the list.
Waverly and Saginaw has the highest crash rate in Delta Township.

3. Special Land Use Permits (SLUP) — Definition, Examples and Requirements

Mark Graham provided background on special land use permits. Mr. Graham
explained the difference from “use by right” and “use permitted by special land use
permit”. Mr. Graham continued with the definition of a special land use permit,
examples, the statutory requirements, and general comments as to how special
land use permits are governed by the Delta Township Zoning Ordinance. Specific
standards versus discretionary standards were reviewed.

Mr. Graham is the responsible zoning administrator to enforce the rules.

Trustee Pizzo inquired about limitations on driveway/parking. There is a limit to
35% of a pervious surface in the front yard at a minimum set back of 30’. There is
no limitation in the back yard.

4. Sidewalks — History, Policy, and Practice

Denny Williams and Dick Cross presented the sidewalk information to the board.
Mr. Williams reported that the staff is always looking and attempting to acquire
grants for sidewalks. A DNR grant has recently been awarded to the Parks &
Recreation Department for the pathway from EImwood to Creyts Road.
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Delta policy on repairs — Delta has been doing repairs since shortly after passing
the sidewalk ordinance. There are 80 miles of sidewalk in Delta Township. It is no
longer practical to walk all the sidewalks. When informed of a defect, the problem
is investigated and there is 60 days to correct the insufficiency.

Delta has been involved with Waverly Community Schools and assisted the school
in obtaining a “safe routes to school” grant. There is a second grant being sought
by Grand Ledge Public Schools for the Delta Center Elementary School. Delta
Engineering has provided engineering services and assistance obtaining
easements for the projects. The Eaton County Road Commission (ECRC) has
elected to delete the Chanticleer sidewalk from the Waverly Community School
project. The ECRC is the administrator of the grant the school received.

Easements are required when the road actually consumes the whole road right of
way. An example is on St. Joe referred to as the Jasmine Miles mile.

Delta cannot be the recipient of any road grant funds. Delta will have to work in
conjunction with the Michigan Department of Transportation or the Eaton County
Road Commission to receive any grant funds for sidewalks.

The Delta Township Transportation Committee is recommending action for a 5’
sidewalk on the East side of Creyts Road and for a 10’ pathway on the West side.
This is the opposite of what was originally proposed. The reason for the change
being the East side conditions are more severe and the right-of-ways much more
restrictive. Board action is now necessary to move forward on this project.

There are various avenues for grants, one of them being Congestion Management
Air Quality (CMAQ pronounced C-Mac) funds which is a fairly new program. Air
quality is a factor. There is a regulation that a minimum1% be spent on non-
motorized transportation. Both the state and federal government are being more
aware of non-motorized transportation funding. There is another called
“enhancement funds”. Safety funds are another opportunity.

The West side Creyts change to the pathway has not been officially addressed with
those residents. A few property owners have contacted the township regarding the
change. There should not be a problem amending the original grant application in
regards to the size of the pathway.

There is no ordinance that currently speaks to pathways. The pathway on Creyts
road will be treated as a trail and the township will remove the snow. The township
has equipment to do that.

Sidewalk and pathway presentation to the public and property owners is critical.
The value portrayed for doing the project has to be clear, not just the fact that the
project can be funded by grant funds. Some projects are to connect one area to
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another by sidewalk, others can be justified by connecting the two parks, for
example, Delta Mills and Sharp Park, yet other projects are aimed to complete
East/West or North/South corridors through the township.  Additional value is to
connect communities together, not just two locations within the townships.

Consensus is to begin communication with the property owners on the Creyts Road
project.

There are issues with the five-year plan. There has not been a positive notification
procedure established for notifying the property owners of future projects. There
are complaints from owners that notification is to late. If notified too early, owners
seem to forget about the potential of a future project or properties change hands.
Some feel that their input should be heard before the project is established and
scheduled for construction. A consensus needs to be established for the
notification process. Agreement is made to refer the matter to the Transportation
Committee for further evaluation.

S. Intersection Improvements

Round-a-bouts are either good or bad — depending on the individual. Studies are
being conducted on St. Joe Highway as was done with Willow Highway. Funding
has already been received to place a traffic light with turn lanes at the intersection
of Market Place and St. Joe. This project is expected to start in the spring of 2009.
The intersections in the study are St. Joe/Broadbent and St. Joe/Nixon Road.

Further, the Michigan Avenue extension has raised Canal at Michigan Avenue as a
study subject. Some traffic control will have to be used at Canal/Michigan. The
Michigan Avenue extension is slated to commence in 2010. Bike lanes will be
placed in the roadway with sidewalks on both sides of the street. Due to the
location of the elementary school sidewalks on both sides will be critical.

Consensus is to take round-a-bouts to the Transportation Committee for further
research in relation to the St. Joe study and their presence within Delta.

6. Committee Assignments

There is an issue with the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting tomorrow evening.
Due to the changes in member status (Trustee Hicks and former Trustee John
Boles) as a result of the election and others who are out of the area and unable to
attend. The issue before the Zoning Board of Appeals has already been tabled
once. A board appointed trustee serves on the Zoning Board of Appeals. Should a
guorum not be reached, consensus is to adjourn the meeting until proper action can
be taken regarding the appointments.

A discussion is undertaken regarding committee seats and the desire of each
member and the committee they would like to serve on. The matter will return
before the board at a later date for further discussion and action.

Trustee Hicks expressed his interest and the value he sees in holding work
sessions, referencing this meeting for an example. Trustee Poma referenced her
desire to hold work sessions. Treasurer Pizzo clarified that the intent of the work
session was not to discuss items on the agenda for the meeting immediately
following that work session.

Clerk Vedder would prefer to have longer meetings in order to have fewer
meetings. Treasurer Pizzo sees a value in not meeting four times per month.
Treasurer Pizzo feels that a greater use of the committees should limit the number
the meetings the board should have to hold.

Trustee Poma inquired about the IMAC grant. She would like to read the grant
before it is submitted. Mr. Graham relayed that the grant would put the office in the
library. The grant purpose is to improve a synergistic relationship with the township
and the library, assisting and promoting entrepreneurship.

Trustee Poma would like to see an increased presence for economic development.

Zoning Ordinance Amendments Pertaining to Wind Energy Conversion
Systems

TRUSTEE CUNNINGHAM MOVED THE DELTA TOWNSHIP BOARD OF
TRUSTEES INTRODUCE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO SECTIONS 2.2.0,
3.24.0, 5.3.0(J), 6.3.0(S), 7.3.0(R), 8.3.0(L), 9.3.0(M), 10.3.0(N), 11.3.0(N),
12.3.0(N), 13.3.0(L), 14.3.0(R), 15.3.0(S), 16.3.0(Q), 17.3.0(BB), 18.6.0(J) AND
3.8.0(2) OF THE DELTA TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE PERTAINING TO
WIND ENERGY CONVERSION SYSTEMS, CASE NO. 9-08-5, DESCRIBED AS
FOLLOWS:

1. Add Definitions (Section 2.2.0):

Wind Energy Conversion System: “Wind Energy Conversion System” (WECS) is any

system or assembly that contains any or all of the following characteristics:

1. A windmill, turbine or any similar machine designed to be operated by the
wind;

2. A surface area, either variable or fixed, for utilizing the wind for electrical or
mechanical power;

3. A shaft, gearing, belt, or coupling utilized to convey the rotation of the
surface areas turned by the wind into a form suitable for driving a generator,
alternator, or other mechanical or electricity producing device;

4. A generator, alternator, or other device utilized to convert the mechanical
energy generated by the wind into electrical energy;

5. Atower, pylon, or other structure upon which any, all, or some combination
of the above are mounted, and;

6. Any wind monitoring station shall be exempt from the requirements of this
ordinance.

Wind Energy Conversion System, Small: A wind energy conversion system

consisting of wind turbines, towers, and associated control or conversion electronics,
which has a rated capacity of not more than 10 Kilowatts (kW) and which is intended
to reduce or replace the on-site consumption of utility power.

Wind Energy Conversion System, Large: A wind energy conversion system

consisting of a wind turbine(s), tower, and associated control or conversion
electronics, which if located in the RA, RB, RC, RD or RE zoning district exceeds 50
feet (as defined herein), or if located in the NR, Al, A2, O, B1 or B2 zoning district
exceeds 70 feet (as defined herein), or if located in either the 11 or 12 zoning district
has a rated capacity of more than 10 Kilowatts (kW).
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2. Add Section 3.24.0 SMALL WIND ENERGY CONVERSION SYSTEMS (WECS)
A. Intent:
It is the intent of this section to regulate the safe, effective, and efficient use of
small wind energy conversion systems (WECS) installed to reduce or replace the

on-site consumption of electricity supplied by utility companies.

B. Permitted Locations:

Small WECS shall be permitted as an accessory structure in every zoning district
provided that they comply with the standards and requirements of this section. In
the RA, RB, RC, RD & RE zoning districts, a principal structure must first be
established on the parcel before a small WECS may be constructed/installed.
Where two or more abutting lots are held under single ownership, the owner may
construct a small WECS on the abutting but separate lot from that on which the
principal building is located.

C. Additional Turbines:

Small WECS may include more than one turbine and/or tower on any non-
residentially zoned property provided that all other requirements of this ordinance
are met, and provided that the total of all turbines on any one parcel or site does
not exceed 10 kilowatts (kW) rating. On parcels zoned RA, RB, RC, RD or RE
only one turbine and/or tower may be permitted.

D. Height/ Towers:

(1) For any parcel located in the RA, RB, RC, RD or RE zoning district, the
maximum height for a small WECS shall not exceed 50 feet.

(2) For any parcel located in the NR, Al, A2, O, B1 or B2 zoning district, the
maximum height for a small WECS shall not exceed 70 feet.

(3) For any parcel located in the 11 or 12 zoning district there shall be no height
limit for a WECS.

(4) The height shall be measured from the ground level to the rotor (the center
point of the blades), or the top of the tower, whichever is higher. Ground level
shall be the average grade measured within 25 feet of the base of the tower
or supporting structure.

(5) The minimum required ground clearance between the lowest point of the
blades and the average grade shall be a minimum of 20 feet.
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(6) Towers and supporting structures shall either maintain a galvanized steel
finish, or, subject to any applicable standards of the FAA, be painted and
maintain a neutral color intended to reduce visual obtrusiveness to the
greatest extent feasible.

E. Setbacks:

(1) The base of the tower shall be setback from all property lines at least the
combined height of the entire structure (tower + blades).

(2) No component of the small WECS, including tower, guy wires and/or anchors
etc., may be located in the required front setback area for the zoning district in

which the WECS is located.

(3) No component of the small WECS, including guy wires and anchors, may
extend over or beyond the property lines on which the WECS is located.

F. Noise:

A small WECS shall comply with the requirements of the Delta Township Noise

Control Ordinance. The small WECS shall be exempt from this requirement

during rare short term events such as utility outages and/or severe wind storms

or other unique weather events.

G. Certification Required:

In order to be constructed, erected or installed in Delta Township, small WECS

must be approved by a certification program recognized by the U.S. Department

of Energy or the American Wind Energy Association (AWEA).

H. Compliance with Uniform Building Code & National Electric Code:

Building & electrical permits are required for small WECS.

. EFAA Compliance:

Small WECS shall comply with all applicable Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) regulations, including any necessary approvals for installations close to

airports.

J. Lighting:
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The towers and other structures associated with a small WECS shall not be
artificially lighted by any means or in any fashion unless required by the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA).

. Utility Interconnection:

No small WECS shall be installed until evidence is provided that the utility
company has approved the customer’s intent to install an interconnected
customer-owned generator. Off-grid systems shall be exempt from this
requirement.

. Abandonment:

Any small WECS that remains non-functional or inoperative for a period of at
least 365 continuous days shall be deemed abandoned, and the Zoning
Administrator may order the removal of the turbine, tower and any associated
equipment.

Add Section 6.3.0(S) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” Al District.
Add Section 7.3.0(R) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” A2 District.
Add Section 8.3.0(L) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” RA District.
Add Section 9.3.0(M) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” RB District.
Add Section 10.3.0(N) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” RC District.
Add Section 11.3.0(N) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” RD District.
Add Section 12.3.0(N) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” RE District.
Add Section 13.3.0(L) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” O District.
Add Section 14.3.0(R) “Large Wind Energy Conversion Systems” B1 District.

14.  Property Casualty Insurance Proposals 2009-2010

John Wenglarski, Delta Township insurance agent for many years, introduced
himself to the board and introduced an associate, Dan Cullen. Mr. Cullen
addressed the board regarding the Norman Spencer Agency. Public entities are
the primary focus of the agency. There are concerns regarding the process and
recommendation being provided to the board. In Mr. Cullen’s opinion, there are
several misrepresentations. Misrepresentations were reviewed and explained to
the board by Mr. Cullen.

Trustee Hicks sought clarification regarding claims made coverage versus
occurrence coverage and the relation to the statute of limitations.
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Trustee Cunningham stated she had just received the information regarding the
insurance. Trustee Cunningham has been unable to read the materials. She asks
that the matter return when she is better prepared to make a decision.

Trustee Hicks concurs with Trustee Cunningham. Trustee Hicks is not prepared to
make a decision.

Supervisor Fletcher suggested either returning the matter for discussion and action
at the December 29" meeting or referring the matter to the Budget/Finance
Committee.

The existing coverage expires on 12/31/08 at midnight. Trustee Hicks inquired
about binding the coverage over.

Special Land Use Permit Request — Julie Kloeckner, Group Day Care Home

Trustee Hicks stated he previously represented a party in an action in which Ms.
Kloeckner was a defendant. He does not feel it to be a conflict or that it has any
impact on his judgment in this matter.

Trustee Hicks inquired as to the lack of stipulations in the permit in regards to
operating hours. Mr. Graham replied that Ms. Kloeckner’s hours of operation are
from 6am — 6pm. Since no individual provided any feedback in relation to the
request and Ms. Kloeckner has been operating for approximately two years, there
appeared to be no need to stipulate Ms. Kloeckner’s hours of operation.

Supervisor Fletcher inquired whether the township had any authority to revoke a
license should the applicant have any violation in state law and the state
department that grants her permit. Mr. Graham, not being legal council, refrained
from direct comment on the inquiry but did add the township works closely with the
state in applicable situations.

Trustee Hicks confirmed the permit will attach to the land. Mr. Graham further
stated permits are followed-up on every few years, revoking permits for those that
have ceased operations.

Ms. Kloeckner came forward to remain in compliance. She does not intend to
consistently have 12 children in her day care. However, she has several children
there for about 15 minutes prior to getting on the school bus in the morning. Ms.
Kloeckner wanted to be up front and operate within the law.

TRUSTEE HICKS MOVED THE TOWNSHIP BOARD APPROVE THE SPECIAL
LAND USE PERMIT (CASE NO. 11-08-10) REQUESTED BY JULIE
KLOECKNER FOR A GROUP DAY CARE HOME AT 1703 ROCKDALE FOR
THE FOLLOWING REASONS:

1. THE REQUEST IS CONSISTENT WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THE
DELTA TOWNSHIP COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND THE ZONING

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THE SPECIAL LAND USE PERMIT IS RECOMMENDED FOR APPROVAL
SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING STIPULATION:

FAILURE OF THE APPLICANT TO COMPLY WITH ANY OF THE PROVISIONS
REQUIRED BY THE ZONING ORDINANCE, OR ANY STIPULATIONS REQUIRED

Trustee Spagnuolo inquired as to why fencing was not required. Mr. Graham replied
fencing used to be required by the zoning ordinance. Then a case came about in which
an individual invested over $25,000 in a stockade fence. The neighbors did not like it
and it did not fit in the neighborhood. The state does not requirement fencing. There is
also a concern about “warehousing kids”. The requirement has been absent from the
zoning ordinance for approximately five years.

MOTION PASSED 6 TO 0.
7. Consideration of District Library Board Appointment

Trustee Poma indicated that she would like to look all the applicants for all the
committees the township has. Therefore, when a seat is up all applicants can be
considered. Trustee Poma inquired as to what the procedure would be, if the
matter would go to committee for example, without going right to an appointment.

Supervisor Fletcher indicated that would be board’s decision. The vacant seat
could go to a committee to interview all interested applicants, returning to the board
with a recommendation.

Trustee Cunningham stated she requested the matter be on the agenda this
evening. Trustee Cunningham advised the board of the current policy. She
clarified that the matter before the board this evening is a reappointment and not an
appointment. Trustee Cunningham stressed the distinction. The policy promotes
continuity and the reward of citizens that volunteer their time. Those individuals
that do a good job should be able to continue. There is an issue of retaining
experienced people and adding new faces. The policy currently states that people
will serve a maximum of three terms. When the three terms are completed, then
the seat is vacant and new applicants will be considered. That was the policy when
Ms. Bolhouse submitted her request. Ms. Bolhouse has only been appointed by
this board once, with two more reappointments remaining. The library board has
members appointed by Delta Township. In the past, the letters of intent were
submitted to the library committee chair. Trustee Cunningham continued that she

was the chair of the library committee. In July, Ms. Bolhouse properly submitted
her request for reappointment to the library board. At that time, certain criteria are
looked at. Once appointed, and asking for reappointment then the question is are
they doing their job and an active member of the board. At that time, the
committee sought information on whether or not Ms. Bolhouse was meeting her
obligations and doing a good job. Cherry Hamrick is present this evening to
express her support for Ms. Bolhouse’s reappointment. Other board members who
were able available to speak this evening on Ms. Bolhouse’s performance would be
Ms. Papciak. Ms. Papciak is also present. As township board members, Ms.
Cunningham is unclear what other criteria there would be in terms of reappointment
other than if they did the job. If they did their job and did well, they deserve to be
reappointed. Once the three term limited is reached, a vacancy is created. The
policy specifically states new applicants are to be considered. The individual in the
board agenda packet for this evening is a new applicant and there is not a vacancy
at this time.

Trustee Poma indicated that any of the positions that were listed, were open
positions. Trustee Poma feels there is nothing that locks in a reappointment.

Trustee Cunningham again reiterated the distinction between a vacancy and a
reappointment. The recommendation for this reappointment comes from the chair of
the library committee pursuant to the township policy in place at this time. Trustee
Cunningham expressed concern over a precedent being set that the township
board will not reappoint individuals that do a good job.

Trustee Hicks raised the slippery slope that may be taking place here. Trustee
Hicks stressed his inclination to follow the policy in place until the policy is changed.
While it may not be the case with the library board, Trustee Hicks raised concern
about other township board and commission seats for which participation is
begged. Two particular areas of concern are the sign board of appeals and the
zoning board of appeals. He stated it should not be just a warm body to fill the
seats but educated, interested individuals. The seats are not a “sexy” position.
Trustee Hicks is concerned that after their first appointment, the individuals are
thrown back into the blender to fill the seat. Unless there is a reason to not
reappoint the individual, Trustee Hicks cannot imagine simply removing the
institutional knowledge from the board or commission. Again, Trustee Hicks stated
this may not be the case with all the township board and commission seats.

Nan Smith, 2301 Legend Woods Drive, inquired of the board as to who developed
the original policy. Trustee Cunningham responded the Delta Township Board of
Trustees. Ms. Smith inquired about term length. Trustee Cunningham indicated
that most board seats were three years. The seats are staggered. Not all
individuals wish to serve all three terms.
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Susan Steiner Bolhouse, 6640 Old River Trail, spoke to the board. She stated that
she could have continued on the board and not rocked the boat. She thanked the
board for giving this their attention.

To Trustee Hicks, Ms. Bolhouse extended her appreciation for not very sexy
boards. She stated that up until this year, meeting in the basement of an old
school, having left over snacks left all around you was not sexy. If there are
individuals clamoring to serve, she believes it to be because the new library is
currently the show place of the community.

Ms. Bolhouse continued addressing the board regarding service on non-profit
board. She referred to the mantra, give, get or get off the board. Ms. Bolhouse
feels the past demonstrates she does walk the walk. She does give and does get.
She will not remove herself as long as she feels she is doing the first two, giving
and getting. Ms. Bolhouse’s request for reappointment is heartfelt.

Ms. Bolhouse expressed her feeling that reappointment is a courtesy. A
reappointment is a nod of approval and a humble sign of appreciation. She
extended her appreciation for the board consideration to continue serving. It has
been very rewarding for her to have helped pull the library board “out of the
dungeon”.

Supervisor Fletcher stated he is looking at the process, not referendum on Ms.
Bolhouse personally. The new board is just taking office and the policy should be
reviewed. The process of filling all vacancies should be decided as a board how
they are filled. Supervisor Fletcher requested of Trustee Cunningham that since
the previous board sat on the reappointment for 4-5 months he did not see a reason
why waiting another month to have such discussions be problematic.

Trustee Cunningham stated she did not feel that Supervisor Fletcher provided an
accurate representation. First, correspondence was received from Mike Moore
addressed to both Trustee Cunningham and Manager Watkins asking that any
appointments be made by the end of the year to ensure the library board was intact.
The fact that the matter did not get on the agenda in August or September did not
mean that it did not need to be done. The reality was there was no reason to act
immediately because Susan Bolhouse had done a good job.

Trustee Cunningham feels that legally and ethically, the policy needs to be followed
until changed. The policy has been in place since 2002, this is a reappointment.
There is support from Cherry Hamrick and Mike Moore for Ms. Bolhouse’s
reappointment. Frankly, Trustee Cunningham stated she was stunned there was
an issue with the reappointment. The reappointment is a quiet affirmation that
someone has done a good job. Trustee Cunningham questioned why this board
would not reappointment someone who has done a good job unless for motives
other than how someone served the community. Why not when there is a policy?
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The policy would have to be changed. Changing the policy would apply to new
appointees not existing appointees.

Supervisor Fletcher responded that polices will be changed. Democracy works
such that when a new board is in place the new board establishes its own policies.
It is not a question of not appointing someone who served well, but rather a
guestion of doing this in a thoughtful way and not a rush. The board needs to have
a policy and then make appointment decisions.

Trustee Cunningham inquired as to what other criteria would the board need to
determine that the job is being done well. The library director is present to support
Ms. Bolhouse, a library board member is present to address Ms. Bolhouse properly
serving the board. Trustee Cunningham continued that the new board has
previously referenced having to rely upon institutional knowledge.

Cherry Hamrick, Director of the Delta Township Library, addressed the board,
expressing the outstanding job Ms. Bolhouse has done for the library board. Ms.
Bolhouse has been a faithful meeting attendee and worked very hard.

Marie Papciak, Library Board Member, stated she is a Waverly School Board
Appointee. Ms. Papciak has worked on several committees with Ms. Bolhouse.
Currently they both serve on the Capital Campaign Funds Committee. Ms. Papciak
knows Ms. Bolhouse as a hard worker.

Treasurer Pizzo relayed his due respect to Ms. Bolhouse for all her years of service
to the community and the better life here in Delta Township. Treasurer Pizzo
clarified the time served is three years. Ms. Papciak confirmed she was
reappointed by the Waverly School Board as a result of her letter sent to them in
July 2008. The Waverly Board made the reappointment shortly after the letter was
received. Ms. Papciak is unaware of what the school’s policy is regarding
appointments and reappointments. She originally filled a seat of someone who no
longer wanted to serve.

Trustee Poma acknowledged Ms. Bolhouse and the time she has devoted. She
appreciates the new library. She is troubled that this issue may come across as
being about Ms. Bolhouse. Trustee Poma wanted to clarify that it is not. She is
sometimes concerns when things remain the same and others are not given a
chance to serve. Trustee Poma would like to see this issue go to committee and
more time spent on this issue.

TRUSTEE POMA MOVED THE TOWNSHIP BOARD OF THE CHARTER
TOWNSHIP OF DELTA REFER THOSE APPLICATIONS FOR A POSITION ON
THE DELTA TOWNSHIP DISTRICT LIBRARY TO THE
ADMINISTRATIVE/PERSONNEL COMMITTEE FOR THEIR REVIEW AND
RECOMMENDATION.
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TREASURER P1ZZ0 SUPPORTED THE MOTION.

Trustee Cunningham indicated that the administrative/personnel committee is not in
the current policy. The policy would have to be changed first.

Treasurer Pizzo expressed the current policy not being shared with him. He
confirmed the term in question was three years. The information provided to him
indicates library board members serve a four year term. Therefore, the total time
spent would be 12 years (3 — 4 year terms).

Trustee Cunningham referred the board to the policy book provided to each
member at the being of their term. Her concern is a process is in place. She feels
strongly this matter does not need to return to a committee. Trustee Cunningham
guestioned what additional information can be gained by doing that? The only
possible gain by going to committee is to change the rules and appoint someone
new. Trustee Cunningham continued the policies in place are inherited by the
board. Any policy can be changed but until changed, the current policy needs to be
followed.

Trustee Poma stated a referral of the matter to committee does not mean Ms.
Bolhouse would not be reappointed.

Trustee Cunningham does not feel that to be the case.

Trustee Hicks stated when all the board members took office they were provided
with a policy book containing all the policies. Trustee Hicks expressed his concern,
regardless of this particular situation, not to follow the board’s policies. Trustee
Hicks concurs that any policies can be changed. However, the changes need to be
done properly. If time is not an issue, the matter could be tabled. Trustee Hicks
does not want to convey the message, the board has policies but does not have to
follow them. Trustee Hicks further confirmed that there are statutory requirements
related to selected board and commission seats. He expressed concern that any
statutory requirements are met while the matter is under review.

Trustee Cunningham stated that this is a pending application. She further
expressed her desire for the board to following the policy in place. There are no
other pending applications to her knowledge. Any future policy change is the
prerogative of the entire board to make that decision.

Supervisor Fletcher confirmed Ms. Bolhouse’s seat expired June 30, 2008. He then
inquired if Ms. Bolhouse would continue to serve if no action was taken this
evening. She confirmed she would continue to serve. He does not feel that there is
a crisis if the board chooses to discuss this. The library board is whole and
functioning.
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Ms. Bolhouse expressed her desire to do things properly according to expectations.
She again stressed her situation is different from an appointment, being a
reappointment.

Trustee Cunningham replied there is no crisis. Mike Moore requested a desire to
have his board in place by year end. Trustee Cunningham is shocked the board
does not intend to follow the current policy. She does not have a clear
understanding as to why not.

Trustee Poma clarified that for every board that has a request for reappointment, it
is expected, by past practice, of the past board, the individual be reappointed.

Trustee Cunningham concurred provided the individual is doing a good job.

Trustee Poma questioned if this should be done without regard to new applications
being received. Trustee Cunningham stated there were no applications until she
brought forward Ms. Bolhouse’s reappointment request. She feels individuals
solicited applicants.

Trustee Cunningham expressed her wish to have current appointees notified of a
change in policy. Democracy starts by following the existing policies in place today.
The clock can’t be unwound. The proper steps have been taken to date.

Trustee Poma stated this is not one situation but is many seats and committees.

Supervisor Fletcher indicated the meeting was going on longer than he had hoped.
He inquired as to whether the board wanted to put the matter to vote or continue
the discussion.

Trustee Hicks stated unilaterally changing policies, not just this policy, is not good
procedure. A moratorium could be put in place. The policies were inherited.

Supervisor Fletcher stated there is big difference between changing ordinances and
laws versus board policies. Supervisor Fletcher felt reviewing those policies makes
sense. The new board will want to function differently. Any new board would want

to do so; it is not a democrat/republican issue.

Trustee Hicks is sorry that the notation this issue would be a democratic/republican
issue has even been raised. Trustee Hicks was to make the distinction he is only
referring to policies not laws or ordinances. The inherited policies need to be
revisited. Some of the revisions are topics that were part of election campaigns.
Trustee Hicks feels that until such time as the policies are revised, they are still in
place and still the rules.
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MOTION CARRIED 4 TO 2.

Trustee Cunningham requested the roll be called.

8. Property Casualty Insurance Proposals

Norm Bamberger, Bamberger Insurance Agency, located in Saginaw, MI. The
proposal his agency provided is for the Alliance Policy. The proposal meets or
exceeds the bid specifications. Any questions regarding potential inefficiency in the
plan has been addressed. Mr. Bamberger has been writing municipalities for 35
years. After the policy is established, a seminar is set for the board members and
all department heads to cover the policy and risk management that would be
needed.

Treasurer Pizzo confirmed the proposal to be $208,000 which includes prior acts
coverage. Treasurer Pizzo inquired if there was a relevant difference that would
explain the higher premium.

Mr. Bamberger is not privileged to all the information the insurance consultant has
available and he is not an insurance consultant. He is unable to give such an
opinion. Mr. Bamberger stated that rates are directly related to the coverage and
services provided.

Jason Orton from the David Chapman Agency expressed his desire for the board to
select his agency. He expressed his appreciation for the board’s consideration and
time dedicated to this matter, as he is a Delta resident. David Chapman Agency
has been in business for 30 years. David Chapman is the lowest bid at $201,000.
Trident would be the writer for this policy. This policy is for either claims made or
occurrence coverage. Claims would all be handled in the township at the David
Chapman Agency.

Dan Cullen, Norman Spencer Agency, added a few points to the information he
provided at the prior board meeting.

1. The company does have a licensed insurance counselor who is on staff. He
expressed his concern over flood coverage in Zone A which represents over 40% of
the homes within the Township.
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2. Another way to accomplish reduced dollar amounts is to reduce coverage.
Property loss just occurred this week in the sheriff substation due to a water pipe
breaking. Cost analysis needs to be conducted.

3. Why Travelers? A statement of 14 reasons has been provided. EEOC
coverage and back wages is critical coverage. Emergency Medical Services need
to have proper coverage.

4. There is substantial clout with the company and the carrier due to the volume of
work between the two entities.

5. Traveler’'s writes more business than any other in the country.

Supervisor Fletcher thanked Mr. Ecker for his work. Regardless of the company
selected, there will be a substantial reduction in the cost. The process of putting this
out to bid has been very beneficial to the township. Mr. Ecker is recommending the
township go with Trident through the David Chapman Agency.

Trustee Hicks would like to bring back to the table the claims made versus the
occurrence coverage. Until additional information can be obtained, it is the
pleasure of the board to continue with the claims made?

Treasurer Pizzo agreed. Take the advice of the advisor and come back to some of
the questions. The board consensus is to stay with the claims made.

Supervisor Fletcher requested a motion.

TRUSTEE POMA MOVED THE TOWNSHIP BOARD OF THE CHARTER
TOWNSHIP OF DELTA ACCEPT THE PROPOSAL FOR CLAIMS MADE
COVERAGE FROM TRIDENT INSURANCE AS OFFERED BY THE DAVID
CHAPMAN AGENCY, INC. IN THE AMOUNT OF $201,957 FOR THE POLICY
YEAR 2009-2010.

TREASURER P1ZZ0 SUPPORTED THE MOTION.

Trustee Cunningham confirmed the current carrier as EMC. Trustee Cunningham
supports the claims made with the current agency.

Supervisor Fletcher clarified that the claims made options are the Norman Spencer
Agency and the David Chapman Agency.

Trustee Cunningham confirmed that the coverage from past occurrences will remain
in place with either agency.

Trustee Cunningham further clarified the motion is for claims made. Are the prices
the same from the Norman Spencer Agency and the David Chapman Agency?
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Treasurer Pizzo indicated that the prices are not the same. The comparison of
apples to apples will probably never happen.

Trustee Cunningham recalled that the board was not going to change ships in the
middle of the ocean. Treasurer Pizzo stated the policy has changed every year but
stayed with the same agency. Trustee Cunningham felt staying with the same
agency provided continuity.

Supervisor Fletcher reiterated the motion on the table.

Trustee Hicks looked for clarification that Mr. Ecker’'s recommendation in the
December 29" memo is the recommendation after the additional information had
been received, adjusted for the library as well as for the $25,000 deductible. Mr.
Ecker stated this was correct.

Mr. Ecker addressed the board. He has not worked with the David Chapman Agency
prior to this. All have been great to work with. Not any two policies are alike. Mr.
Ecker stated he would be comfortable with any of the three currently on the table. All
three policies address the major areas of concern.

Supervisor Fletcher understood the coverage was much more extensive with the
Traveler’s policy for the money charged ($210,000) to Trident ($201,000). Is the
additional coverage that much more?

Mr. Ecker explained that you give some to gain in other areas. It is difficult to value.

Trustee Cunningham confirmed the price difference to be less than $9,000. The
Treasurer will review this matter throughout 2009 and return with additional
information in July. Trustee Cunningham feels the board should stay with the
same agency at this time.

Treasurer Pizzo stated the process has gone on for six months. The new
members were not a party to the details and came in late in the process. There
was not time to do any catch up. Treasurer Pizzo is comfortable relying on the
consultant.

Jason Orton added the David Chapman Agency does write the township’s
workers compensation insurance. There is a working relationship with the
township established and the township is receiving great service.
Dan Cullen, said the difference in the $9,000 is coverage areas.

Trustee Hicks stated the previous recommendation was to go with the Traveler’s
policy. Has the only difference been the addition of coverage for the library?
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Now, the recommendation has changed to Trident. Why? If coverage was better
in the prior recommendation, why the change in the recommendation now?

Trustee Cunningham stated she was wondering that as well.
Supervisor Fletcher asked Mr. Ecker to clarify his recommendation.
Mr. Ecker sticks by his first statement. Traveler’s is a good company.

Trustee Poma made the recommendation based upon the paperwork and
discussion with the parties.

2. ADD SECTION 3.24.0 SMALL WIND ENERGY CONVERSION SYSTEMS

A. INTENT:
IT IS THE INTENT OF THIS SECTION TO REGULATE THE SAFE,
EFFECTIVE, AND EFFICIENT USE OF SMALL WIND ENERGY CONVERSION
SYSTEMS (WECS) INSTALLED TO REDUCE OR REPLACE THE ON-SITE
CONSUMPTION OF ELECTRICITY SUPPLIED BY UTILITY COMPANIES.

B. PERMITTED LOCATIONS:

SMALL WECS SHALL BE PERMITTED AS AN ACCESSORY STRUCTURE IN
EVERY ZONING DISTRICT PROVIDED THAT THEY COMPLY WITH THE
STANDARDS AND REQUIREMENTS OF THIS SECTION. IN THE RA, RB, RC,

OTHER REQUIREMENTS OF THIS ORDINANCE ARE MET, AND PROVIDED
THAT THE TOTAL OF ALL TURBINES ON ANY ONE PARCEL OR SITE DOES
NOT EXCEED 10 KILOWATTS (KW) RATING. ON PARCELS ZONED RA, RB,
RC, RD OR RE ONLY ONE TURBINE AND/OR TOWER MAY BE PERMITTED.
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D. HEIGHT/ TOWERS:

(1) FOR ANY PARCEL LOCATED IN THE RA, RB, RC, RD OR RE ZONING
DISTRICT, THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT FOR A SMALL WECS SHALL NOT
EXCEED 50 FEET.

(2) FOR ANY PARCEL LOCATED IN THE NR, A1, A2, O, B1 OR B2 ZONING
DISTRICT, THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT FOR A SMALL WECS SHALL NOT
EXCEED 70 FEET.

(3) FOR ANY PARCEL LOCATED IN THE 11 OR 12 ZONING DISTRICT THERE
SHALL BE NO HEIGHT LIMIT FOR A WECS.

(4) THE HEIGHT SHALL BE MEASURED FROM THE GROUND LEVEL TO
THE ROTOR (THE CENTER POINT OF THE BLADES), OR THE TOP OF
THE TOWER, WHICHEVER IS HIGHER. GROUND LEVEL SHALL BE THE
AVERAGE GRADE MEASURED WITHIN 25 FEET OF THE BASE OF THE
TOWER OR SUPPORTING STRUCTURE.

(5) THE MINIMUM REQUIRED GROUND CLEARANCE BETWEEN THE
LOWEST POINT OF THE BLADES AND THE AVERAGE GRADE SHALL BE
A MINIMUM OF 20 FEET.

(6) TOWERS AND SUPPORTING STRUCTURES SHALL EITHER MAINTAIN A
GALVANIZED STEEL FINISH, OR, SUBJECT TO ANY APPLICABLE
STANDARDS OF THE FAA, BE PAINTED AND MAINTAIN A NEUTRAL
COLOR INTENDED TO REDUCE VISUAL OBTRUSIVENESS TO THE
GREATEST EXTENT FEASIBLE.

E. SETBACKS:

(1) THE BASE OF THE TOWER SHALL BE SETBACK FROM ALL PROPERTY
LINES AT LEAST THE COMBINED HEIGHT OF THE ENTIRE STRUCTURE
(TOWER + BLADES).

(2) NO COMPONENT OF THE SMALL WECS, INCLUDING TOWER, GUY
WIRES AND/OR ANCHORS ETC., MAY BE LOCATED IN THE REQUIRED
FRONT SETBACK AREA FOR THE ZONING DISTRICT IN WHICH THE
WECS IS LOCATED.

(3) NO COMPONENT OF THE SMALL WECS, INCLUDING GUY WIRES AND
ANCHORS, MAY EXTEND OVER OR BEYOND THE PROPERTY LINES ON
WHICH THE WECS IS LOCATED.
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F. NOISE:

A SMALL WECS SHALL COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE
DELTA TOWNSHIP NOISE CONTROL ORDINANCE. THE SMALL WECS
SHALL BE EXEMPT FROM THIS REQUIREMENT DURING RARE SHORT
TERM EVENTS SUCH AS UTILITY OUTAGES AND/OR SEVERE WIND
STORMS OR OTHER UNIQUE WEATHER EVENTS.

G. CERTIFICATION REQUIRED:

IN ORDER TO BE CONSTRUCTED, ERECTED OR INSTALLED IN DELTA
TOWNSHIP, SMALL WECS MUST BE APPROVED BY A CERTIFICATION
PROGRAM RECOGNIZED BY THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY OR THE

H. COMPLIANCE WITH MICHIGAN BUILDING CODE & MICHIGAN ELECTRIC CODE:

BUILDING & ELECTRICAL PERMITS ARE REQUIRED FOR SMALL WECS.

l. FAA COMPLIANCE:

SMALL WECS SHALL COMPLY WITH ALL APPLICABLE FEDERAL AVIATION
ADMINISTRATION (FAA) REGULATIONS, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY
APPROVALS FOR INSTALLATIONS CLOSE TO AIRPORTS.

J. LIGHTING:
THE TOWERS AND OTHER STRUCTURES ASSOCIATED WITH A SMALL
WECS SHALL NOT BE ARTIFICIALLY LIGHTED BY ANY MEANS OR IN ANY
