Subject: Introduction of Proposed Amendments, Construction Impacts Abatement

For the past year township staff and Attorney Spagnuolo have worked on a
proposed fill ordinance. We’ve prepared several ordinance drafts, done legal research
and met with the Township Board as well as the Utility & Environmental Committee.
(See attached chronology)

On February 16, 2009 the Township Board sent the proposed fill ordinance to the
Utility & Environment Committee for their review. The Committee discussed the fill
ordinance on February 17 & April 21 following further research by staff. The general
consensus of the Committee was that rather than adopt the proposed Fill Ordinance, that
staff should initiate minor amendments to the Township’s Construction Impacts
Ordinance, which is often referred to as the “Dust & Dirt Ordinance”. (See attached
minutes of the April 21, 2009 Utility & Environment Committee) I’ve also attached the
existing & proposed text for your review. | offer the following motion:

“I move that the Township Board of the Charter Township of Delta
introduce amendments to sections 11-145, 11-147 & 11-149 of the Delta
Township Construction Impacts Ordinance. The proposed amendments are
intended to address concerns pertaining to dust and dirt resulting from fill
operations in the township. Further, no action shall be taken on the
proposed fill ordinance at this time.

The Township Clerk is hereby directed to advertise this introduction in local
newspapers.”

CHRONOLOGY
Delta Township Fill Ordinance

November 26, 2008

Attorney Kurt Hatfield, representing Mike Eyde, submitted a letter to the Delta Township
Planning Department dated November 26, 2008 and hand delivered by Don Cuthbert. The letter
requested that the Delta Township Board of Trustees table the proposed Fill Operations
Ordinance at their December 1, 2008 meeting.

December 1, 2008

The adoption of the Fill Operations Ordinance appeared on the Delta Township Board of
Trustees agenda. The Township Board tabled discussion regarding the proposed Ordinance until
their December 15, 2008 meeting.

December 15, 2008

The adoption of the Fill Operations Ordinance appeared on the Board of Trustees agenda. The
Board briefly discussed the Ordinance and Trustee Hicks posed a number of questions to Mr.
Graham. The Trustees postponed further consideration of the Fill Ordinance for approximately
60 days (February 16, 2009 Board meeting) to permit staff to contact representatives of Mike
Eyde and the Drain Commissioner’s Office to obtain their input regarding the proposed
ordinance.

January 9. 2009

Mark Graham sent a copy of the proposed Fill Ordinance to the new Drain Commissioner,
Michael Atayan, and invited him to submit his comments,

January 23. 2009

Mark Graham & Dennis Williams met with Don Cuthbert in order to obtain his input regarding
the proposed Fill Ordinance. Mark Graham authored a memo to file summarizing Mr.
Cuthbert’s comments,

February 16, 2009

The general consensus of the Township Board was that the proposed Fill Ordinance should be
transmitted to the Township’s Utility & Environment Committee for review and comment.



February 17. 2009

Mark Graham appeared at the Township Utility & Environment Committee and gave a general
overview of the proposed Fill Ordinance and a brief history of fill operations in the Township in
the past. Committee members voiced several concerns regarding the proposed ordinance. Mr.
Graham was directed to explore the possibility of amending the Township’s existing Dust & Dirt
Ordinance as an alternative to drafting a new free-standing ordinance.

February 23, 2009

Mark Graham wrote to Attorney Spagnuolo as a follow up to the February 17, 2009 Utility
Committee meeting providing him with the comments & concerns of Committee members
regarding the proposed Fill Ordinance. Mr. Graham also provided Mr. Spagnuolo with draft
revisions to the Township’s “Dust & Dirt” Ordinance which could address the Utility
Committee’s concerns.

March 11, 2009

Richard Watkins, Dennis Williams & Mark Graham met with Drain Commissioner Atayan & his
staff to discuss various issues. Among the issues discussed were the proposed Fill Ordinance.
Mr. Atayan asked Mr. Graham to provide Messrs. Brown, Kalmbach & Waller of his staff of the
proposed Fill Ordinance for their review & comment.

March 12. 2009

Township Attorney Spagnuolo responded to Mark Graham’s letter of February 23, 2009
regarding possible amendments to the Township’s “Dust & Dirt” Ordinance.

March 23, 2009

Mark Graham sent a March 23, 2009 memo to the Township’s Utility Committee with a packet
of information pertaining to the proposed Fill Ordinance.

April 21, 2009

Mark Graham met with the Utility Committee to discuss the proposed Fill Ordinance. The
Committee passed a motion authorizing staff to initiate minor amendments to the “Dust & Dirt
Ordinance” and stipulating that no further action be taken on the Fill Ordinance.

Mr. Hicks moved to approve the minutes of the March 23, 2009, Utility Committee
Meeting. Ms. Poma seconded the motion.

Motion passed 3-0.

Fill Ordinance

Mr. Graham had provided a packet of information containing his letter to the Utility
Committee, a copy of the Utility Committee minutes from the February 17, 2009
meeting, a comparison of soil erosion/sedimentation measures and the proposed fill
ordinance, a schedule of the Eaton County Drain Commissioner’s soil erosion fees, a
copy of Mr. Graham’s letter to Attorney Spagnuolo, and Attorney Spagnuolo’s letter in
response. He provided a brief overview of the information in the packet, added that he
had attended a meeting with the new Eaton County Drain Commissioner and requested



feedback on the proposed fill ordinance issues. At the time of the meeting, Mr. Graham
had yet to hear from the Eaton County Drain Commissioner.

After a brief discussion, Mr. Graham offered a recommendation that the proposed fill
ordinance be shelved for the time being and that if the committee felt that there is merit in
the proposed amendments to the dust ordinance that those amendments be forwarded to
the township board for consideration of approval instead. The amendments offered were
as follows:

Sec. 11-145. Abatement and mitigation procedures.

1) Where a property is determined to be a nuisance due to the creation of dust, the
developer shall be required to spray the disturbed area, including the haul route if
necessary, with water or an appropriate dust laying material at-a-minimum-of 24
heur-intervals-ormore-often as mandated by the zoning administrator and
maintain a water truck or similar equipment for spraying purposes on the
premises.

2) Where a property is determined to be a nuisance due to the accumulation of dust,
dirt, and other materials on streets or highways, the developer shall be responsible
for sweeping the affected streets and highways or contract to have the affected
streets and highways swept at-a-minimum-ef24-hourintervals-ormore-oftenif as
mandated by the zoning administrator. Failure by the developer to sweep
streets and highways as mandated by the zoning administrator shall cause
the Township to perform the sweeping and seek reimbursement.

3) Where a property is determined to be a nuisance due to the tracking of
dirt/mud onto adjacent roadways, the zoning administrator may require the
installation of an improved haul route for the subject parcel. The haul route
may consist of aggregate, crushed concrete, limestone chips, roto-milled
asphalt, asphalt, or other materials found to be acceptable by the Township
Engineer.

4) Repeated instances of the accumulation of dust/dirt on adjacent public
roadways resulting in hazardous condition to motorists shall be reported by
the Zoning Administrator to the appropriate public road agency.

Sec. 11-147. Enforcement.

1) It shall be the responsibility of the sheriff’s department, the zoning administrator,
or a township official appointed by the zering-administrater Township Manager,
to enforce the terms of this ordinance.

2) The Zoning Administrator shall have the authority to halt a construction
activity which endangers the public health, safety, and general welfare. The
Zoning Administrator shall notify the developer of the specific issues by mail,
with return receipt requested. The suspension of construction activity shall
be lifted immediately upon proof that the issues have been adequately
addressed to the satisfaction of the Zoning Administrator.

3) The Zoning Administrator shall have the right of entry upon a construction
activity site at all reasonable times to aid in the enforcement of this
Ordinance.



Mr. Hicks offered that, as said in a previous meeting, he was not in favor of instituting
yet another ordinance that would provide an entirely new set of regulations and
requirements. He felt that very few developers in Delta Township would take on such a
large or lengthy project that would warrant the proposed fill ordinance.
Ms. Poma made the following motion:
“I move the Utility and Environmental Committee forward the proposed
amendments to the existing dust and dirt ordinance to the Township Board for
introduction.”
Mr. Hicks offered a friendly amendment to the motion as follows:
“and that no action be taken on the proposed fill ordinance at this time.”
Ms. Poma accepted the friendly amendment. Mr. Hicks seconded the motion.

Motion passed 3-0.

There was a brief conversation regarding a concrete crushing proposal on Mr. Eyde’s
property at the corner of Creyts Road and Saginaw Highway.

8% Interest Charges Discussion

Mr. Williams provided materials for the 8% Interest discussion that included a memo
dated March 24, 2009, a section of Chapter 18 of the Township Ordinances that pertains
to main charges, and informational document titled “Old Lansing Road Water Main
Connection Information,” and a sample schedule of annual payments.

Mr. Williams provided examples of requests for water connections as well as a brief
history of the establishment of the process. He wanted the committee members to be
aware of the requirements and the reasoning behind them.

In the ensuing discussion, information was provided that the limit for interest charged by
the township was determined by state legislation and that the 8% that we charge is the
maximum allowed statutorily. Mr. Williams offered that this subject had last been
reviewed in 2002 and that it was brought forward again at this time because of a recent
phone call.

Meter Reading Contract Discussion

Mr. Wegrzyn provided information to the committee about the proposed contract for
meter reading with the Lansing Board of Water and Light. He stated that this proposed
contract would be the third 5 year contract with Lansing Board of Water and Light, and



that the costs for third party meter reading are approximately one-half of what it would
cost Delta to do.

Per Mr. Wegrzyn, the final version of the proposed contract should be received during the
next month. This version includes a $.03 increase per read. Also included in the contract
is a provision to work with Lansing Board of Water and Light on a possible future
conversion to radio-read for meters.

Mr. Watkins added that Delta is working toward AMR, automated meter reads, and may
propose at a later date a program to install radio read meters for our customer base.

Well Capping Ordinance Discussion

A copy of Division 1 of Article 11 Water System of Chapter 18 of the Delta Township
Ordinances was provided for information concerning well capping. Mr. Wegrzyn
provided a brief history, and the reasoning for requiring the capping of wells for the
health of the aquifer. He explained that Delta had been working on this issue for 3-5
years.

A current example was provided describing a request to hook-up a resident’s home and
keep the well operating for livestock use. Per our ordinance, the request was denied. As
explained by Mr. Wegrzyn, the resident is not required to hook up to the system, but
when they do the well capping is required.

There was a discussion amongst the committee members about wells, the permits that are
required, the working relationship between Delta and the Barry-Eaton County Health
Department, cross-connections which cause contamination, cost sharing for well capping,
and whether or not residents are required to hook up to existing water if available.

Utility Department CIP Proposal

Mr. Morrissey had provided a copy of the Utility Department’s CIP proposal for the
2009-2014 CIP program. Both Mr. Morrissey and Mr. Williams spoke about the fact that
many of the proposed projects will be developer driven.

Mr. Morrissey explained that there were several lift stations listed for replacement, but
that these stations would be made to serve as long as practical before replacement. Also
listed on the proposal for future years is a satellite waste treatment plant at an
approximate cost of $17,000,000 in 2013.

Other Business

At Mr. Watkins request, the committee agreed to alter the meeting dates for the months
of May through September to the second Wednesday, at 6 p.m., of each month.



Mr. Hicks moved the meeting adjourn. Ms. Spagnuolo supported the motion.
Motion passed 3-0

Meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.

(2) Where a property is determined to be a nuisance due to the accumulation of dust, dirt,
and other materials on streets or highways, the developer shall be responsible for
sweeping the affected streets and highways or contract to have the affected streets and
highways swept as mandated by the zoning administrator. Failure by the developer to



sweep streets and highways as mandated by the zoning administrator shall cause the
Township to perform the sweeping and seek reimbursement.

(3) Where a property is determined to be a nuisance due to the tracking of dirt/mud onto
adjacent roadways, the zoning administrator may require the installation of an
improved haul road for the subject parcel. The haul road may consist of aggregate,
crushed concrete, limestone chips, roto-milled asphalt, asphalt, or other materials
found to be acceptable by the Township Engineer.
