Subject: Repeal of the Amusement Device License Ordinance

On August 3, 2009 the Township Board passed a resolution introducing the repeal of
Township regulations pertaining to the annual licensing of bowling alleys, pool tables, and coin-
operated amusement devices. A notice of the proposed repeal of the aforementioned regulations
has been published in the local newspapers. The following motion for repeal will be placed on
the Township Board’s August 17, 2009 agenda.

Proposed Motion

“WHEREAS, the Delta Township Board adopted regulations in 1974 mandating the
annual licensing of bowling alleys, pool tables, and coin-operated amusement devices, and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that bowling alleys, pool tables, and coin-operated
amusement devices do not inherently create public safety problems, and

WHEREAS, personnel from the Township’s Fire Department, Planning Department, and
Delta Patrol Division of the Eaton County Sheriff’s Department have recommended that
the licensing program be eliminated, and

WHEREAS, the cost of administering the licensing program nearly equaled the revenues
received.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
1. The Delta Township Board hereby repeals Article Il (Bowling Alleys and Pool

Tables) and Article 111 (Coin-Operated Amusement Devices) from Chapter Three
(Amusements & Entertainments) of the Delta Township Code of Ordinances.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

Economic Development Corporation Future Planning

Supervisor Fletcher said the Board was in receipt of a memo dated July 20, 2009
from the Economic Development Corporation (EDC) which outlined various options
that could be explored in providing a positive role in the Township’s economic
development.

John Hanieski, Director of Delta Township’s Economic Development Corporation,
said the EDC was originally established as a funding mechanism for business
expansion by using municipal borrowing to lower the costs to businesses.
However, he noted that this was no longer a viable option. He noted that in the
recent past, the EDC had looked at issues the Township was faced with and had
attempted to make recommendations that would improve conditions for business
expansion. Mr. Hanieski said the EDC would like to act as an advisory board that
could identify options and offer alternatives for the Township Board’s consideration.

Kathy Lindahl, member of the EDC, indicated that the EDC wanted to assist the
Township in identifying its needs and provide support. She noted that the EDC had
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had discussions regarding the Township becoming a greener community and the
need to identify the components associated with accomplishing this goal over time.
She noted that the EDC had also discussed public transportation needs of
Township residents and what those needs may be in the future.

Mr. Hanieski spoke in regards to the next wave of development and attracting a
younger population upon which the Township could grow. He noted that when the
Township was exploring the issue of creating a “Downtown Delta”, the Township
came to the conclusion that the Lansing Mall was the downtown of the Township.
He noted that when renovations were made to the Mall, the Township could work in
conjunction with the owners of the Mall to enhance the downtown feeling. He
emphasized the fact that the EDC was not in competition with the Township’s
Planning Department and that the Township’s Planning Director had expressed his
support with the EDC strategic efforts. He also indicated that the EDC could act as
an advisory Board to the Township without political ramifications.

Steve Slater, member of the EDC, indicated that there were issues and projects the
EDC had embraced, but the main question was where the EDC goes from here.
Mr. Slater indicated that there was a certain level of talent that existed on the EDC
that could be advantageous for the Township. He felt the EDC had demonstrated
that they were able to get things done and that they wanted to continue to serve the
Township at some level.

Supervisor Fletcher thanked the EDC for their time and service they had put forth
on the EDC. Mr. Fletcher supported the EDC continuing as a board. He felt public
transportation was an ideal issue for the EDC to explore and provide different
options for the Board’s review.

Trustee Poma said as chairman of the Transportation Committee, she welcomed
the opportunity to work in partnership with the EDC in regards to public
transportation.

Trustee Hicks felt the EDC was made up of talented people that were underutilized.
He felt it was beneficial for the Township to utilize an advisory board that could
come up with creative solutions without the political ramifications. Mr. Hicks said he
was encouraged by the EDC’s acceptance of the fact that the Township should be
focusing more on the younger generation and the initiative of mixed use
developments or an urban core.

Mr. Hanieski indicated that the EDC had discussed the possibility of drafting an
RFP (Request for Proposal) in order to entice consultants to conduct studies on
issues the Township wanted addressed.
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Mr. Watkins said he had been working with EATRAN regarding their transit study
and noted that the Township was attempting to develop a steering committee which
he felt the EDC should be involved with.
Meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
